What is the name of your pet?
PHASE 2: Introduce the topic through a short story. Word cards,
NEW sentence cards,
LEARNING Learners read the story aloud in pairs/groups, taking turns, a letter cards,
sentence each. handwriting on
a manila card
Let learners identify and underline the nouns in the story.
Guide learners to Identify noun types (common, proper,
countable and uncountable, concrete) from passages.
Let learners construct sentences using noun types.
Engage learners Categorize plural noun forms (emphasis on
irregular nouns) in passages
E.g. mouse — mice, child — children, sheep — sheep, half — halves.
Use plural noun forms in paragraphs.
Identify and use plural forms of compound nouns correctly in a
variety of communication.
Assessment
In pairs, have learners to read passages and underline all the
nouns in the passage.
PHASE 3: Have learners talk about their experiences during the lesson,
REFLECTION | what they have learnt, and questions they might still have.
